While bedlam might have been expected to have
broken out on the first full opening day of Cashel’s new £3.6
million Community School last Monday, the type of chaos
that prevailed was reasonably organised.

Given that 800 pupils were being accommodated under
the one roof for the first time, the settling-down period
passed off fairly smoothly.

The new School, which occupies about 14 acres on the
Dualla Road, offers an imposing sight. Just over a stone’s
throw away, the Rock of Cashel provides an historic
