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Cashel Community School is poised to  revolutionise the learning experience for its students with 
a significant expansion project. After years of meticulous planning and design, the project is now 
open for tender, with the potential to become a reality within the next school term.

6 new general classrooms and a dedicated 
DCG room will offer students specialised 
facilities for design, construction and graphics, 
empowering them to explore their creativity 
and develop practical skills. Additionally, 
the new staff room will provide teachers 
with a dedicated space for collaboration and 
professional development.

Recognising the diverse needs of its student 
body, the school will relocate its two ASD 
classrooms and an SEN base, creating inclusive 
spaces tailored the requirements of students 
with special educational needs.
